Kathy Repp, Co-President, opened the meeting at 7:03 p.m. welcoming everyone. She pointed out some new faces from the Seattle Metals Guild. She announced that there were handouts on the table from Facere, Everett Rock & Gem Show, and Bead and Button, Milwaukee. Seedbeaders Group will meet Sunday at 10:30 where the project will be a bracelet of flat peyote and crystals. The beadclub in Woodinville is looking for bead donations to send to Cameroon for local women to make crafts. March 13-15 is the Bead & Jewelry Show at Qwest Field. The North Seattle Bead Show is March 20 &21 in Lake City at the Community Club with beads and cabochons for sale.
Kathy presented the revised budget for 2009. It reflects the inclusion of the Bead Bazaar due to Laura Jessup’s agreeing to chair the bazaar. The Bead Bazaar expenses and income are back in the budget along with newsletter costs, a new amount for member coordination and amounts for website-internet-email.

The motion was made and seconded to approve the budget as presented. Laura Bowker asked why the website-internet-email amount was so high. We mirrored last year’s amount, it should go down. We are looking for a new Webmaster to take over for Melissa Cable. The Bead Retreat costs and income are the same amounts.

The motion carried to approve the revised 2009 budget.

Laura Jessup asked for help with the Bazaar. She visited Lynnwood Convention Center (LCC) with Kendra and the center contact person. It will be a breeze this year because of the past two year’s experience.

The newsletter will include a contract/application for vendors for the Bazaar. The newsletter should be sent early March. We are still looking for volunteers. Laura met with Mary Irvine, who will be handling vendor registration, and Susan Welch, who will handle public relations, individually. No committee meeting has been set yet. The Bazaar will be held September 12-13, 2009. Saturday from 10 to 6 and Sunday 11 to 5. We have need for major coordinator positions - “managers”- for site coordinator and logistics planner; hospitality coordinator; marketing coordinator, who will sell ads and liaison with bead stores. Debby Zook has agreed to be the Volunteer Chair.
Kathy asked if we still wanted to hold a picnic this summer at Woodland Park. The group indicated that it wants to have a picnic. Kathy needs to submit first, second and third choices for a raffle to be held for spaces and dates. It cost $60 for the site last year and the Bead Society provides drinks, plates, utensils, etc.

People are working on the Bead Retreat - there will be more information next month.

We also need volunteers for the Bead Society - for Newsletter Editor; Webmaster; Marketing Coordinator; Membership Coordinator (to recruit and retain membership) and Hospitality Coordinator.

Vivian Wolf-Wilets asked if we are going to have demonstrations and free classes at the Bazaar like before. Randi Harper is in charge of that and soliciting door prizes. The sign up sheet to Seedbeaders Group could generate people to help.

Dan Adams, Co-Vice President, asked if everyone had signed in. Liz Martini chose the numbers for door prizes. EvE and Joe Phillips, Past Co-Presidents, received a special gift, a book on beads, for their service. Laura J., Phyllis Middleton, and Alison Riley received door prizes.

Kathy mentioned that there were handouts of future lecture information that people can take to bead stores.

Liz Martini, a graphic designer, who helped Dan Adams and Cynthia Toops with their book, was the lecturer for the evening discussing self-publishing books. She distributed handouts comparing various self-publishing web-based services and outlining her presentation, which was well-received.
The meeting adjourned around 8:40 pm.
