Patricia Hardway and Laurinda Anglin will teach Magic Marbles.  There are postcards on the table with SoftFlex Glass Art Bead Festival events. There are packets you can purchase to participate in the Artmuse II contest - you hide an idea in your artwork. The kit order deadline is June 27. Artbeads is one of the sponsors for the kit. There is dichroic glass trunk show at the Bead Factory. The Camp somersault in Long Beach, California is collecting beads for their camp for children with cancer and their siblings. beadclub is collecting beads for Cameroon. Dan Adams and Cynthia Toops are having a garage sale.

Laurinda and her helpers were commended for the nice newsletter with thanks also to Patty Flowers for mailing them out. Deanna Raabe is our new Treasurer. We still have open positions for membership recruitment; hospitality; public relations; marketing/advertising; and journalism. The new Webmaster, Monica Bouwens, expects to have the new website up and running in a week or two. She needs pictures, slide shows, small videos in jpegs. Send them to beads@barefootart.com.

Laura Jessup, Co-President, gave the Bead Bazaar update. Mary Irvine sent a vendors’ list as of June 17. There are currently 46 vendors - 64 eight-foot and two six-foot tables sold. There are 20 tables left. We are committed to various organizations for demonstrations in foyer. Susan Welch showed the flyer with a photo of Cynthia’s polymer clay beads. There are flyers and postcards on the table to distribute anywhere to publicize the Bazaar. 
Lynne Magie is coordinating the picnic July 19 in Woodlawn Park.

We have been given a free table at the Puget Sound Bead Festival to promote membership. We need volunteers to man the booth. The festival is at the Hotel Morano. Wear your beads, bring projects. We want participants and membership. Bring bead books. We have an easel and displays with “all about beads” and information about who we are and what we do.

There was a typo in the newsletter about the Bead Retreat deadline. It should be August 15. There is space for a limited number of people. Laura Bowker, Co-Vice-President, said we have four signed up so far.

For 2010, we are losing Laura Bowker and Dan Adams as Co-Vice-Presidents. The Vice President needs to be someone comfortable soliciting lecturers; knows who’s coming to town; and can liaison with the Portland Bead Society regarding sharing their speakers. Dan has offered to get started with next year’s lecturers. Kathy Repp won’t continue as Co-President, but Laura J. will stay on. We will need a Bead Bazaar Chair - if no one steps up, we can’t have it. We need a membership coordinator, who is responsible for welcoming new members, food and coffee, hands-on, face-to-face with members.

Dan held the door prizes with Karen Lorene picking the numbers. Michele Simmons, Myra Matson, Patty Flowers, Patricia Hardway, Deanna Raabe and Pat Ford-Campbell won prizes.

Dan reminded us that the NWBS is a society involving lots of people participating and volunteering. “Many hands make light work.”
Karen Lorene is the owner of Facere Jewelry Art Gallery. She is also a painter and the author of “Buying and Collecting Antique Jewelry.”  Her experience with jewelry art has fueled writing about it. The assignment we were given was to put together a Victorian (1837 - 1901) jewelry collection - money being no object. We were given worksheets and asked to choose the left or right selection in a series of slides. After we made our selections, Karen went back through the slides educating us of the “better” choice. The presentation was informative and very interesting.
