Kathy Repp, Co-President. opened the meeting of the Northwest Bead Society May 15, 2009 at 7:10 pm with announcements. The Seedbeaders Guild will meet June 28, 2009 at the Maplewood Rock and Gem Club and the project will be magic marbles taught by Laurinda Anglin and Patricia Hardway. There are flyers on the table with information about the June lecture for members to distribute. There are postcards from Soft Flex with information about the Glass Art Bead Festivals. Camp Somersault in Long Beach, California is looking for bead donations as is beadclub. The City of Bothell has offered us a table August 30 at Riverfest. See Laura Jessup or Kathy if you can help man the table with information about the Bead Society.

Deanna Raabe has volunteered to be our new Treasurer, but there are still open volunteer positions within the NWBS: Membership Coordinator, Hospitality, and Recruitment. 
Laura Jessup, Co-President, gave an update on the Bead Bazaar. She said Mary Irvine is doing all the work right now with registration and confirmation. Fifty-eight of the 86 tables have been sold to 41 vendors. There are 10 six-foot and 18 eight-foot tables left. Randi Harper will be handling the demonstrations. Debby Zook is the Volunteer Coordinator. Marci is handling site coordination - you will see her out early in an orange vest helping people unload and park. This year we are trying something new for the volunteers - they will be awarded $5 in “Bazaar Bucks” per volunteer hour. These “Bazaar Bucks” can be used at vendors’ booths.  Debby said that a list is being passed around for us to sign up for volunteer positions and times we want to serve. Laura J. said we need people to spread the word for the Bazaar; there are flyers and postcards for distribution.  The Bead Bazaar is September 12, 2009 from 10 to 6 and September 13 from 11 to 5 at the Lynnwood Convention Center.

The picnic is being held July 19 at Woodland Park, Shelter 4.

Laura J. said that the Puget Sound Bead Festival is being held July 9 - 12, 2009 in Tacoma at the Hotel Moreno. Viki and Mark Lareau offered us a free table in the foyer for promotion and recruitment. If you can help man the table, sign up on the paper being sent around. Cynthia Toops said if you man the table, wear beads!

Laura J. said that there are descriptions on the tables of Board positions for next year in addition to the need for a Bead Bazaar Chair and a Bead Retreat Chair.

Dan Adams, Co-Vice-President, awarded the door prizes to Howard Mills, Sharon Bourquin, Laura Bowker, Ann Blanche and Randi Harper. Dan and Cynthia are having a garage sale June 20.

Karen Loreen is speaking in June on creating a collection of vintage jewelry.

Cynthia Toops introduced Robin Atkins of the Beaded Journal Project. Robin said she joined the NWBS in 1985 and that it was instrumental in her turning to beads for life. Her interest has been mainly bead embroidery, sewing beads on something. There are 242 participating artists in the Beaded Journal Project. It started eight years ago with a quilter doing an 8-1/2 X 11 quilt/week for a year by experimenting with a different technique each week. When you do a project like this it starts to tell a story about who you are. Others wanted to do it. The quilt journal grew and grew. She saw it at a Chicago Quilt Festival.  It had changed (gone) to one quilt per month. They were so compelling that Robin asked on her blog if anyone would be interested in doing a beaded journal. Eventually 242 people from 13 different countries and 37 states signed up to make one piece per month for a year. They are currently in the middle of the second year. They have made a commitment and are experiencing growth and awakening and an increase in their artistic skills. Robin showed us slides of many of these wonderful beaded works of art and had pieces and books on display.
